2003.

Judy will be based in Edinburgh and will work closely with Penguin’s sales team in Scotland and
with the editorial teams in London, to commission books both with a strong local appeal as well
as books that will work in all markets.

Judy Moir said, “I feel very honoured to be joining Penguin’s distinguished editorial team as
their person in Scotland. My energies will be concentrated on seeking out high-calibre literary
talent in both fiction and non-fiction. It’s a tremendously exciting prospect, especially at a time
when there are so many fine writers emerging from Scotland.”
